CLUSTER DEVELOPMENT initiative

NIFT continues its endeavour to create responsible
designers who are able to appreciate and promote the crafts of
India. NIFT has played a pioneering role in contributing to

various craft segments of the country like textile, apparel, lifestyle
accessories and leather. The Craft Cluster Initiative of the

Institute is carefully designed with the intention to involve NIFT’s
professional capabilities in the areas of design, technology,

marketing and management for developing the craft sector.
 Through this initiative, NIFT has been successful in creating a

widespread awareness and sensitivity in integrating crafts with
fashion.  A huge resource in form of faculty, students and alumni

is available to support and boost the skills of the artisan in the
clusters. The exposure to the craft cluster is given to sensitize

the students to the realities of the craft sector so as to gain
insight into regional sensibilities and diversities, resources and
environment and to provide the students with an opportunity to

apply the theoretical classroom learning to a real life situation
for experience sharing at grass root cluster level. The

curriculum allows students to undertake various activities and
projects in the craft sector.  During their visit to the clusters, the

students take up process documentation, product development

and diagnostic study. The visit enables the students to

understand the traditional processes of manufacturing

various craft products, the skills possessed by the artisans,

their challenges and their strengths, so that they learn to act as

‘young change agents’ and contribute towards empowering

the crafts and crafts persons through design and value addition.

During the year 2015-16, 1356 NIFT students under faculty

supervision, across NIFT campuses, conducted the survey

and documentation of handloom and handicrafts in different

regions of India from June till December 2015 under the craft

cluster initiative. They studied and documented various crafts

from more than 50 clusters of India. These included Textiles,

PROJECTS AND EVENTS RELATED TO CRAFT SECTOR

NIFT Head Office had submitted a proposal for new Cluster

Initiative Policy under which it was proposed to make the study

of crafts and exposure to craft clusters an integral part of NIFT

curriculum. This would be a dynamic step in linking handloom

with fashion and of mutual benefit to the students as well as the

artisans. The same has been approved by MoT and NIFT

has been able to get the funding of Rupees Forty Nine Crores

from the office of Development Commissioner Handloom and

Handicraft for the next five years for this initiative.

Another proposal was submitted by the Head Office to the

Ministry of Minority Affairs under the USTTAD scheme

to provide training and workshops to artisans of minority
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communities, document crafts being practiced by minority

communities, develop curriculum for training craftsmen and

develop parameters for identification of master craftsmen for

the identified crafts of minority communities. The project will be

implemented through various NIFT campuses and will involve

NIFT faculty and alumni. The project cost approved by the

Ministry of Minority Affairs is Rupees Twelve Crores Seventy

Nine Lakhs for the project.

Under the “Unnat Bharat Abhiyan”  (UBA), which aims at

involving higher educational institutes to adopt a cluster of

Backward Gram Panchayats in the vicinity, meetings were

attended by Dean (A) and Head Cluster at IIT where NIFT’s

role was defined. All Campus Directors have identified and

adopted a cluster of backward Gram Panchayats (GPs) in

their vicinity for the purpose of UBA and nominate a Nodal

Officer to be the one point contact and custodian of the all

initiatives in this matter.  The role of the Nodal Officer will also

be to represent the campus at reviews taken by District

Magistrate & Collector regarding implementation of UBA as

well as to leverage such interaction with district officials for

arranging backward/forward linkages that may be required

for the adopted Gram Panchayats on the ground.

NIFT Chennai generated a project with Nodal agency KVIC

under the revamped scheme of fund for regeneration of

traditional industries (SFURTI) under which NIFT Chennai

will act as the Technical Agency for 2 clusters in Tamil Nadu.

The project is budgeted at Rupees Sixteen Lakhs. Chennai

campus also coordinated the theme pavilion and fashion show

for the India International Handwoven Fair, held at Chennai

on 9, 10 and 11th March 2016.The Project cost was Rupees

Seventeen Lakhs.

NIFT Hyderabad hosted a ‘Parliamentary Consultative

Committee Meeting’ on 12th February 2016. The faculty and

students had exhibited the products developed during the

cluster visits and had organized workshops by 15 craftsmen

in the NIFT Campus.  NIFT Chennai hosted the National

Handloom Day on 7th August 2015. The faculty along with the

Campus Director organized the Handloom Exhibition at Senate

Hall, Madras University, Chennai as a part of the National

Handloom Day, inaugurated by the Honorable Prime Minister

of India.

A Training of Trainers programme was conducted by Dean

(A) and Head Cluster at Jaipur on the Craft Practices &

Traditions from 15th – 19th June, 2015 (5 days). The same

was attended by 18 faculty including 15 Cluster Initiative

Coordinators (CICs) of all NIFT Campuses. The ToT was

aimed at providing knowledge on process documentation,

report writing and developing project proposals for craft sectors.

INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY initiatives

In the new millennium the success of fashion professionals

rests on their ability to integrate fashion and information

technology in a meaningful manner. Indeed the IT support

provided to the students at NIFT is an object of envy for all

other fashion institutes in India.

 The Information Technology dept. leverages state-of-the

art technology to create an IT enabled learning environment

at the Institute by working in tandem with other departments.

The dept. provides technology support to the students, faculty,

staff and the management of NIFT. Each NIFT Campus now

has an independent, fully operational Information Technology

facility with qualified and experienced IT professionals. The

computer labs are equipped with state-of-the-art hardware

and software. The labs are fitted with servers and workstations;

personal computers, plotters, digitizers, image scanners, digital

cameras etc. Currently all fifteen NIFT campuses are connected

with 100Mbps bandwidth connection from the National

Knowledge Network (NKN)

Each Department has included latest software in the

curriculum in order to make the students industry-ready. The

CAD software for illustration, pattern making, grading, marker

making, knitwear and textile design; accessory design and

layout are extensively used as part of the course curriculum

in addition to Graphic Design, Animation, 2D/3D modelling,

Photo Imaging and Editing, Statistical Analysis and Market

Research. Other computer applications like RDBMS, Windows

Programming, Multimedia, ERP, Advanced Planning and

Scheduling; Software engineering etc. are also covered during

the study at NIFT which enable Technology students to develop

the software on different platforms. NIFT provides Wi-Fi facility

to students in all the campuses.

 An academic technology platform, Campus Management

Solution (CMS), a web based application,  has been developed

by the in-house software development team of IT dept. for

teaching and learning.The software integrates academic

processes of all the 15 campuses and enables the department

to monitor the  academic delivery system. CMS is used by the

entire student community along with the faculty, employees,

alumni and the industry.

During 2015-16 the implementation of CMS was further

streamlined and developed.   CMS successfully managed most

of the processes of the student’s life cycle, and partially

automated management of Admission, General Administration

and Alumni related activities. CMS regulated the  Academic

Process  including semester sche duling,  time table

preparation, sub ject allocation to faculty members,
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selection of department and common elective subject, Inter

campus teaching, declaration of assignment, submission of

assignment, faculty evaluation, jury  process,  declaration of

marks, Common Board Examination scheduling, Controller of

Examination process, result declaration, permanent transfer of

students, disciplinary issues etc. across the 15 Campuses.    

Automated placement process of CMS  enabled  students

to register as job seekers, apply for vacancies announced by

the industry and participate in the placement. Further, CMS

facilitated declaration of dates of placement, short listing and

selection of  candidates. Specific applications of CMS were

used by the industry to offer jobs as pre- placement and enabled

the students to register their acceptance. The system provided

real time statistical information related to the number of

candidates seeking jobs and those offered jobs and acceptance

of offers by the students.

The web based decentralized counseling system also

functioned smoothly in 2015-16. It enabled the students to

select counseling venue online and appear for counseling at

any NIFT centre nearest to their hometown. The system

informed the students about the real time status and facilitated

selection of preferred course and centre based on merit and

availability. The computer based centralized seat allocation

ensured absolute transparency.

In general, features to facilitate administrative and financial

activities such as hostel management, purchase, compilations

of the fixed asset register, monthly progress reports of

Campuses, quarterly financial progress reports and online

payment gateway integration for making payments to NIFT

were implemented. Other features like faculty training, project

and consultancy and CE programmes were also incorporated

to monitor the progress of each campus.

During 2015-16 more than 4000 alumni registered on the

portal for NIFT Alumni called NIFTIAN or NIFT International

Alumni Network.

Apart from above NIFT also initiated the following:

• Video Conferencing facilities became functional in all 15

NIFT Campuses. The system offered infrastructure to conduct

virtual real-time classroom teaching across multiple campuses,

virtual meetings, workshops, seminars, etc  in each NIFT

campus. A number of inter-centre lectures, meetings of both

academic and administrative departments were conducted

through video conferencing during 2015-16. The  recorded

sessions can be searched and viewed later through a secure

portal to be made available.

• Integrated email, calendaring and collaboration solution for

NIFT students and created student’s personal Email ids and

group mail ids (dept wise and batch wise) for batches up to the

academic session of 2015.

• The system of Aadhar based Biometric Attendance was

strengthened by installing five additional biometric machines at

NIFT New Delhi campus during 2015-16.

New Delhi, Mumbai, Bengaluru, Kolkata, Chennai,

Gandhinagar, Hyderabad, Bhopal, Jodhpur, Kannur, Kangra during 20th April 2015 to 10th May 2015. A total of 421 companies

registered for campus placements offering 1985 job vacancies across various programs / campuses.

A total of 1573 students registered for placements during campus placements at these placement venues, of which 1310 students

got placed i.e. 83 percent of the students who registered for the placements during placement period got placed during campus

placements.

The course wise analysis of the placements 2015 is given in Chart 1:-

The Average annual salary during campus placements 2015 for the students from Master’s program is Rs. 4.70 lakhs per annum

whereas that of for the Bachelor’s Programme is 3.85 lakhs per annum.

The Average annual salary (Rs. Lakh) obtained by students from different programmes during campus placement in   2015 is

shown in Chart 2:-

Ph. D. Programme: NIFT offers Ph.D. in the areas of design, management and technology as applied with broad reference to

textiles, fashion, lifestyle and apparel sectors of the industry. The programme is designed for the purpose of carrying out research

in textiles, fashion and the apparel sector to create a body of original knowledge for the use of academia and industry at large.

The admission process for the Ph.D. programme normally starts during the month of April every year with the announcements of

results and registration during the month of July. The qualifications eligibility for admission to the Ph.D. programme is specified in

the Guidelines for the Degree of Doctor of Philosophy.

Ph.D. Program was launched in 2009 with 7 students and currently 29 students are pursuing Ph.D from NIFT.  With regard to the

time scale of the programme, the candidate is expected to complete the supervised studies within five years, extended to a

maximum of seven years by specific approval of the Director General, NIFT.  Four Scholars have been awarded Ph.D from 1st

April, 2015 to 31st March, 2016.

The above does not include Rs. 50.28 lakh being unpaid expenses towards upfront & rental charges for MPLS Bandwidth

(Rs. 18.93 lakh), children education allowances (Rs.3.19 lakh) , hiring of vehicles (Rs. 1.14 lakh), BOG meeting (Rs. 0.82 lakh),

advertisement (Rs. 12.53 lakh), DONER’s Fashion Show (Rs. 6.53 lakh) and arrear of Dearness Allowances (Rs. 7.14 lakh) for

the period from Jan. 2016 to Mar 2016. This has resulted in understatement of current liabilities & provisions and overstatement

of surplus for the year by Rs 50.28 lakh.

A.2 Assets

A.2.1 Fixed Assets (Schedule-5) – Rs.614.67crore

A.2.1.1 Capital Work in Progress (Schedule-5B) – Rs.238.15 crore

A.2.1.1.1   Others – Rs.6.82 crore

A. This includes Rs.4.76 crore being cost of implementation of Classroom Video Conferencing setup in NIFT Centres

across India. As the network valuing Rs. 6.32 crore was operational in 15 centers w.e.f. 09.10.2015 and IT Department has also

proposed to issue acceptance & commissioning certificate w.e.f. 16.02.2016, it should have been capitalized. Non-capitalization

of the said Video Conferencing setup has resulted in overstatement of CWIP by Rs. 4.76 crore and understatement of current

liabilities by Rs. 1.56 crore and Fixed Assets-Computer Hardware by Rs.6.32 crore.

Further, as per clause 5(ii) of the Institute’s Accounting Policy, depreciation at 50%  of the normal rate (16.21%  for

Computer hardware) is to be charged if asset is acquired after 30 September. Accordingly depreciation of Rs.51.22 lakh should

have been charged on Video Conferencing setup.  Non-charging of depreciation resulted in understatement of depreciation and

overstatement of surplus for the year by Rs.51.22 lakh.

B. The above does not include Rs.90.10 lakh being Salary, Recurring Expenditure and Other Expenditure incurred

on ERP development Project pertaining to 2013-14 to 2015-16 (Rs.26.13 lakh, Rs.23.27 lakh and Rs.40.70 lakh was incurred

in 2013-14, 2014-15 and 2015-16 respectively ) charged by NIFT to Income and Expenditure Accounts of respective year. As

the ERP project is under progress, the expenditure incurred should have been booked under Capital WIP.

Incorrect Accounting of Rs. 49.40 lakh pertaining to previous years and Rs. 40.70 lakh in current year has resulted in

understatement of Capital Work in Progress by Rs.90.10 lakh, understatement of Corpus Fund by Rs.90.10 lakh & understatement

of surplus for the year by Rs. 40.70 lakh.

A.2.1.1 Capital Work in Progress (Schedule-5B) – Rs.238.15 crore

A.2.1.1.2 Capital Goods in Transit – Rs.2.61crore

The above does not include Rs.3.10 crore being cost of 3 set of Shima Seiki Fully Fashioned High Speed Knitting

Machines and 23 set Shimatronic Design System for NIFT Delhi, Mumbai, Chennai, Kolkata and Kannur Campuses dispatched

on 26.03.2016 from Japan. Non-inclusion of the above machineries has resulted in understatement of CWIP (Capital Goods in

Transit) and Current Liabilities by Rs. 3.10 crore.
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A.2.1.1    Capital Work in Progress (Schedule-5B) – Rs.238.15 crore

A.2.1.1.3  Building – Rs.228.72 crore.

The above does not include Rs.2.39 crore being value of works executed on construction of building in NIFT Campus,

Hauz Khas till 31.03.2016 due to short recognition of CWIP as Rs. 27.61 crore, instead of Rs. 30.00 crore as intimated by the

contractor and Utilization Certificate furnished.  This has resulted in understatement of CWIP (Building) and Current Liabilities by

Rs.2.39 crore.

A.2.2    Loans and Advances (Schedule-7) – Rs. 66.02 crore

A.2.2.1   Amount Recoverable from parties & others: Rs.17.84 crore

A reference is invited to C&AG’s Comment No. A.2.1.1, Comment No.A.2.3, Comment No. A.2.1.1 and Comment No.

A.2.2 on the annual accounts of the NIFT for 2011-12, 2012-13, 2013-14 and 2014-15 respectively, which stated that an amount

of Rs.10.67 crore has been shown as recoverable from the Ministry of Textiles in respect of block grant approved by the Ministry

on 20 November 2007 for the financial year 2009-10 on account of additional liability towards pay and allowances due to

implementation of 6th Central Pay Commission (CPC) Report. During 2014-15, the Institute has written back Rs.67 Lakh as the

Institute has wrongly calculated the Central Government share of 90 %  instead of 80%  and the balance amount of Rs.10.00 crore

is still showing recoverable from Ministry of Textiles. Though NIFT has incurred the related expenditure and claimed the amount

from the Ministry, the latter had not released the above amount and conveyed that no further amount would be provided on

account of 6th Pay Commission. Due to uncertainty in realization of the amount an appropriate provision towards non-realization

of the Loans and Advances/ Grant should have been created by NIFT.

Non provision of doubtful recovery has resulted in overstatement of Loans and Advances and Surplus by Rs. 10.00 crore

A.2.2    Loans and Advances (Schedule-7) – Rs. 66.02 crore

A.2.2.2   Advance to Contractors and Staff Advances – Rs.22.76 crore

The above includes Rs.60.02 lakh being advance payments to various contractors and staff advances made during the

period from 1994-95 to 2007-08 by Head Office, NIFT.  As the outstanding advance is lying unadjusted for the past 8 to 21 years,

necessary provision for doubtful recovery should have been made in the accounts of NIFT.  Non-provision of doubtful recovery

has resulted in overstatement of loans and advances and overstatement of surplus for the year by Rs. 60.02 lakh.

B. Significant Accounting Policies and Notes to Accounts (Schedule 21)

B.1 Recognition of Grants from central/ state Government: Policies no. 2 (ii) and (iii)

A reference is invited to Accounting Policies no. 2 (ii) and (iii) which state as under:

2(ii): Government Grants for Plan Funds received for capital expenditure are recognized as Capital Reserve under Schedule 2:

“Government Grant”. These are treated as Promoters Contribution which is not considered as deferred income’ and

2 (iii) On fixed assets created/purchased out of Govt. Grants of the nature of promoter’s contribution depreciation is charged as

per NIFT accounting policy and related grants is not credited/transferred to Income & Expenditure A/c’.
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As NIFT has received Government Grant mainly for creation of specific fixed assets i.e. for setting up of new campus or to create

additional infrastructure facilities at existing  NIFT campuses, fixed assets created/purchased out of Govt. Grants by the Institute

is not in the nature of promoter’s contribution and Accounting Policy No. 2 (ii) and (iii) is deficient to that extent. For Government

Grants related to specific fixed assets there are two methods of presentation in Financial Statements under clause no. 8.3 to 8.4

of Accounting Standard (AS) - 12. However the Institute had followed neither of the two methods.

A reference is invited in this regard to the C & AG’s Comment No. B.1 on the annual accounts of NIFT for 2012-13 and 2013-14

which stated that NIFT had charged depreciation on fixed assets created/ purchased out of Government Grants to its Income and

Expenditure account but did not recognize the corresponding income from Government Grants, which should have been

recognized to the extent of depreciation charged on fixed assets created/ purchased out of Government Grants. The said

treatment is in violation of AS – 12.

NIFT has charged depreciation of Rs. 22.79 crore in its books of Accounts for 2015-16. However, as details of gross book

value of Assets purchased out of Government Grants and own funds were not available, exact impact of non-recognition of income

could not be ascertained.

B.2 Notes to Accounts

As per the format of financial statements for Central autonomous bodies prescribed by Controller General of Accounts,

Ministry of Finance, estimated value of contracts remaining to be executed on capital accounts and not provided for (net of

advances)is to be disclosed. However, Notes forming part of Accounts of NIFT does not disclose the un-expired Capital Commitments

amounting to Rs. 73.36 crore being estimated value of balance Capital Works viz. construction of Delhi Centre (Rs.34.83 crore),

Shillong Centre (Rs.8.81 crore), Jodhpur Centre (Rs.3 crore), Chennai Centre (Rs.2.75 crore), Gandhi Nagar Centre (Rs.1.44

crore), Kangra Cenre (Rs.19.48 crore), Classroom Video Conferencing setup (Rs.1.58 crore), MPLS Bandwidth (Rs.0.89

crore) and ERP Project (Rs.0.58 crore).

C Grant-in-aid

NIFT has unspent balance of Plan Grant of Rs. 29.09 crore pertaining to previous years. The Government of India (GOI)

has given Plan Grant of Rs. 67.85 crore to NIFT during 2015-16. Out of the total grant of Rs.96.94 crore, Rs.51.12 crore has

been utilized in the current year leaving a balance of Rs.45.82 crore unutilized as on 31 March 2016.

GOI has provided non-plan grant of Rs.1 crore towards Raebareli Centre in 2015-16. Similarly State Government provided Rs.

13.86 crore in 2015-16 towards Institutes’ centers at Bhopal, Jodhpur, Kangra and Patna. Further, the Institute has unspent grant

amounting to Rs.60.59 crore received from State Governments in previous years. Out of total grant amounting to Rs.75.45 crore,

the grants utilized during the year 2015-16 were Rs.9.87 crore and Rs.65.58 crore remained unutilized.

v) Subject to our observations in the preceding paragraphs, we report that the Balance Sheet and the Income and Expenditure

Account/ Receipt and payment Account dealt with by this report are in agreement with the books of accounts.
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vi) In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanation given to us, the said financial statements read

together with the Accounting Policies and Notes to Accounts, and subject to the significant matters stated above and other matters

mentioned in Annexure, give a true and fair view in conformity with the accounting principles generally accepted in India.

Nothing significant has been found.

NIFT is not maintaining any inventory as on 31.03.2016.

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SCHEDULE 21: SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES AND NOTES TO ACCOUNTS

A. ACCOUNTING POLICIES

1. The annual accounts have been prepared in accordance with Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (“GAAP”) under the

historical cost convention on accrual basis and the applicable accounting standards issued by “The Institute of Chartered

Accountants of India (ICAI)”. These accounting policies and standards have been consistently applied. The annual accounts

have been prepared on a Going Concern Basis.

2. Recognition of Grants from Central/State Government

Grants from the Central/State Govt. have been accounted following Accounting Standard 12 issued by ICAI i.e. “Government

Grants are recognized if it is reasonably certain that the ultimate collection will be made”.

i. Govt. Grants related to revenue are recognized on a systematic basis in the Income and Expenditure  A/c  over the

period to match with the related cost which they are intended to compensate. Such grants are shown separately under

the head “Grant in Aid” in the Income & Expenditure Account.

ii. Government Grants for Plan Funds received for capital expenditure are recognized as Capital Reserve under Schedule

2: “Government Grant”. These are treated as Promoters Contribution which is not considered as deferred income.

iii. On fixed assets created / purchased out of Govt. Grants of the nature of promoter’s contribution depreciation is charged

as per NIFT accounting policy and related grants is not credited / transferred to Income & Expenditure A/c.

iv. Govt. grants in the form of non-monetary assets, given at a concessional rate, are accounted for on the basis of their

acquisition cost. Non-monetary assets given free of cost are recorded at nominal value of Rs. 1, Rs. 100 or Rs.1000.

3. Recognition of Fees from Students, Project and Consultancy Fee
Fee from Students

The fee from students is recognized on accrual basis.

Project and Consultancy Fees

Project and Consultancy fees are recognized on the completion of the project.

4. Investments

The current investments are shown on cost or fair market value whichever is lower and the long term investments are shown

on cost except when there is permanent decline in value of investments.

5. Fixed Assets and Depreciation

Fixed Assets are stated at their original cost including freight, duties, customs and other incidental expenses relating to

acquisition and installation less accumulated depreciation.

i. The expenditure incurred during the year on construction of buildings, interiors, etc. is booked under the head “Capital

Work in Progress”, if the work is not completed.

ii. The depreciation is charged at 100%  of rate prescribed if an asset is acquired on or before 30th September and 50%

of rate prescribed if an assets is acquired after 30th September.

iii. The depreciation is charged at straight line method at the following prescribed rates:

iv. The depreciation on fixed assets is provided up to 95%  of its gross value and thereafter no depreciation is provided.

V. The depreciation on sale/deletion/transfer of assets is provided up to the date of sale/deletion/transfer.

6. Employee’s Retirement Benefits and Others Benefits
i. The provision for leave encashment has been made as per the actuarial valuation done by Life Insurance Corporation

of India (LIC) and further provision as per the Govt. of India Rules has been made for employees on deputation which

were not covered in actuarial valuation of LIC.

ii. In the current year, the provision for Gratuity and Leave encashment has been made on the basis of actuarial valuation

done by Life Incorporation of India (LIC) and further provision as per the Govt. of India Rules has been made for

employees on deputation which were not covered in actuarial valuation of LIC.

iii. Interest recoverable from employees on advances such as House Building Advance, Car Advance and Scooter

Advance etc. is accounted in the year of recovery.

7. Insurance Claims
Insurance claims are accounted “as and when settled” basis.

8. Foreign Currency Transactions

Foreign exchange transactions are recorded at the rates of exchange prevailing on the date of transactions. Exchange

differences arising on foreign exchange differences settled during the period are recognized in the Income and Expenditure

Accounts. Assets acquired against foreign currency are capitalized at the time of transaction.

Monetary current assets and monetary current liabilities that are denominated in foreign currency are translated at the

exchange rate prevalent at the date of the Balance Sheet. The resulting difference is recorded in the Income and Expenditure

Account.
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B. NOTES TO ACCOUNTS:
1. Various state governments have provided Land to NIFT campuses either free of cost or at concessional rate for establishment

of the campus in their State. The Land has been recorded as fixed asset at the amount actually paid or nominal value (say Rs.

1 / Rs. 100 /Rs.1000) whichever is higher following “Accounting Standard 10 : Accounting for Fixed Assets” issued by ICAI.

However, in case of campuses which have recorded the land value at Rs.1/-, Rs.100/- or Rs.1,000/-the land is not appearing

in their fixed assets Schedule 5A due to rounding off of figures in lakhs. The campus wise detail of land recorded is furnished

2. The fee from students has been recognized on accrual basis. The fee from students is received semester wise i.e. in

January, the fee has been received for the semester January to June and in July, fee has been received for the semester
July to December. Further, the fee received in January is bifurcated into fee for current financial year and advance fee
pertaining to next financial year. The part of fee received for the year 2016-17 has been recognized as “Advance fee from
student”.

3. Government grants for Plan Funds received and utilized are shown in the Balance Sheet under “Schedule –2: Government
Grant”  and the corresponding assets purchased out of the grants are depreciated. However transfer of  proportionate
amount for depreciation from Govt. grant to Income and Expenditure A/c was not carried out considering the Govt. Grant as
Promoter’s Contribution in terms of AS-12 issued by ICAI. This has been objected by C&AG in their separate audit report
(paraB.1) of previous years 2012-13 and 2013-14. In previous year, a letter was written to Ministry of Textile (MOT) for
granting permission for charging of depreciation on such assets without transferring proportionate amount to Income &
Expenditure A/c from grants. Till the reply of MOT is received, the existing practice is being continued.

4. The interest income on investment of the earmarked/endowment fund is being credited to the related fund.
5. Similarly, interest income on investment of the Government Grant is being credited to the Government Grant Account.
6. In the opinion of the management, the current assets and loans & advances as on 31.03.2016 have a value on realization

in the ordinary course of business at least equal to the amount at which they are stated in the Balance Sheet as on that date.
7. All known and ascertained liabilities and all income and expenses relating to the financial year ended on 31.03.2016 have

been duly provided/accounted for in the accounts as per the accounting policy consistently followed by the Institute.
8. No provision towards Income Tax is provided for the financial year as the Institute’s income is exempt under section 11 of the

Income Tax Act, 1961 and other relevant provisions of the said Act.
9. Generally, the contribution/transfer to various earmarked funds such as DDF, CDF, NDF etc. was made directly in to the

fund, without routing from Income and Expenditure A/c. However, in current year, certain campuses have routed the transfer
to DDF/CDF through Income and Expenditure A/c, which amounts to Rs.372.56 lakhs in comparison to previous year
Rs.381.55 lakhs.

10. The Institute has capitalized grant Rs.6655.89 lakhs during the current financial year 2015-16 in comparison to the previous
financial year 2014-15 Rs.7685.65 lakhs out of fund provided by Central Government and State Government. The Campus

11. The Loans & Advances(Schedule-7) includes Rs.1000 lakhs recoverable from Ministry of Textile (MOT) in respect of block

grant recoverable due to implementation of 6th Central Pay Commission (CPC) as per force majeure clause mentioned in

the block grant scheme, which is outstanding from the financial year 2009-2010.NIFTmanagement believes that the grant

will be realized soon. The matter has been taken up with MOT as per direction of Board of Governors (BoG).

12. There are 60 legal cases pending in different courts/tribunal pertaining to different campuses in the current financial year

2015-16 for which the estimated contingent liability is Rs.38.03 lakhs. In previous year total cases were 45 for which

estimated contingent liabilities was Rs.99.93 lakhs in the previous financial year 2014-15. However NIFT does not anticipate

any liabilities of these legal cases and accordingly no provision has been made.

13. Regrouping / reclassification / clubbing have been made in certain items of current year or previous year whenever

required i.e. Current Liabilities and Provision, Current Assets and Loans & Advances, Expenses and Incomes, Fixed

Assets and  Capital Fund etc.

14. The balances in accounts under current assets and loans & advances, sundry creditors and liabilities  are subject to

confirmation and reconciliation. The impact, if any, subsequent to the confirmation and reconciliation will be incorporated in

accounts.

15. The figures in Balance Sheet, Income and Expenditure A/c, Receipts &Payments A/c and Schedules have been shown in

lakhs of rupees. For this purpose, the figures have been rounded off to near lakhs with two decimal points. In some places

an adjustment (addition / deduction) of Rs.0.01 lakhs has been done to match / tally the figures.

16. Assets in transit Rs.261.10 Lakhs and liabilities under the head provision for capital goods has been incorporated in the

books of accounts on the basis of Purchase orders placed with suppliers without actual receipt of goods.

17. The NIFT is in the process of development of computer software and has engaged professional for the work. The remuneration

paid to software developers amounting to Rs.19.35 lakhs and video conferencing amounting to Rs.475.64 lakhs (total

Rs.494.99 lakhs) up to 31st March 2016 has been reflected in capital work in progress (Others) and on the completion of

project, the same will be capitalized under Intangible Assets.
