Student’s Guideline 

NIFT Campus Placements 2012

Guiding Principle
The placement unit at NIFT will not compel students to accept any job offer, nor will it recommend any particular student to the industry. The entire procedure being purely voluntary, the Placement unit will serve to merely bridge the gap between a job-aspirant and a prospective employer. It will however help students to plan their careers by providing information and guiding them about the companies which approach the Institute for placement.

Section 1

Schedule and Registration 

a).   At the beginning of the placements a meeting of final-year students interested in placement will be organized where students will be briefed about the modus operandi of placement procedures and the expectations of industry based on the market dynamics and experience of previous year.

c). Students will register online (www.nift.ac.in) latest by the advised deadline after that registration will not be validated. However re-registration is required at the respective NIFT centre one day before the campus placement starts. Any student who will not re-register will not be allowed to appear for campus interview in that centre. 
Section 2
a) . Off Campus Applications
- Any student, who procures an off-campus job, is required to report the same to centre RIC/the placement office within one working day.

b) . Pre Placement Offers (PPO)
- All pre placement offers extended to any student have to be routed through the respective CC to RIC/placement cell.  Any student, who receives a pre-placement offer, is required to report the same to the RIC/placement office within one working day. 

- All companies which take students for summer internships and graduation or research project will be asked in advance about any Pre Placement Offers they have extended. The student will be given a choice to accept or reject the offer till one day before the start of the placements. In case the student accepts it; the PPO would be treated equivalent to securing a job through the placement cell. If the student does not accept the offer, the company would be notified (before the first day of placements) of the same. 

- Any breach of these rules shall lead to the student getting debarred from the placement process. Any student found to have secured a pre placement offer and not informed the placement cell of the same will be debarred from the placement process and the company will be notified of the same. Besides this NIFT can also take any further action, as necessary.

Section 3
NIFT Campus Placement Instruction for Students
a).  All the students are allowed to appear in all the centres for placements. 

b). Name of Companies participating in various locations will be intimated on a regular basis to the Regional Industry Coordinator who will further inform the Centre Coordinators of your department. Companies could change their participation and or location at any time. NIFT Placement Unit will not be responsible for any such change. 
c). Placement dates and registration dates are given in the table in above table. All students must carry and show their NIFT identity card during complete placement process, necessarily at the time of registration at NIFT centres. Those who do not have ID cards will not be allowed to register.
d). Companies are being requested to have a Pre Placement Talk before they begin the selection process. Due to large number of companies visiting the campus, simultaneous PPTs could be conducted. A student might not be able to attend all PPTs. In such a case students would get a brief written profile of the company from the control room/ Placement Notice Board. 

e). The Companies who are not doing a formal PPT will give a brief written profile which will be posted on the PLACEMENT NOTICE BOARD and CONTROL ROOM of the Campus holding the placements. This will also be available with the student volunteers responsible for these companies.

f). All students are requested to clarify all their doubts during the PPT and make an informed decision about the companies where they would like to apply. After the PPT is over, interested students may give their registration number (consent for appearing in interview) to the student volunteers. No student will individually handover resume to any Company. 
g). Student’s name will be taken off from the registration list as soon as he/she gets the confirmed offer from any company and will not be eligible to sit for any more interviews irrespective of the categories of jobs, i.e.  in case the student has appeared for multiple interviews, the first offer would be considered as the ‘final job offer’ If any student doesn’t accept a confirmed offer then NIFT will not allow him/her to sit for any further interview.
h). Students must carry enough number of copies of their resumes.

i). Students may contact their centre faculty/ RIC incase of any queries/ problems

SECTION 4
Do’s and Don’ts
a) During the Interview the Students must follow formal dress code whereas they can be in smart casuals also. However under no circumstances casual dresses, short skirts, distraught/torn jeans or revealing dresses be worn.

b) The design students must carry their portfolio and if possible physical samples of their work in a proper portfolio or smart bags. The Technology and Management may carry reports and documents of the projects undertaken.

c) The Placement procedure should be taken in the right spirit. Any student found influencing the interview panel directly or indirectly with personal contacts will be disqualified.
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
