INVITATION TO TENDER

NIFT-New Delhi Centre desires to hire the services of the Advocates/Law Firms for handling legal issues of GI Registration pertaining to IPR for maximum 12 crafts of 04 states i.e. 03 crafts each from Himachal, Punjab, Haryana & Uttranchal states. The details of tenders, including the scope of work and other eligibility criteria are as under:

1) Number of Crafts for GI Registration are maximum 12 nos. (03 per state x 04 state i.e. Punjab, Haryana, Himachal & Uttranchal)
2) Scope of work 

a) Drafting, Filing and Registration including follow up.
b) The responsibility of lawyer/ law firms would inter alia cover all activity required for grant of GI Registration for above mentioned crafts. These responsibilities include drafting, GI Application, its filing; meeting of consultating groups, reply to their query followed till grant of GI. Lawyer/ Law firms at each step will be required to coordinate with NIFT New Delhi and take approval of NIFT New Delhi in deciding the names of applicant for GI Registration application.
3) Processes of work 
a) Drafting and filing - to draft and file the applications.
b) Objection if any – Objections to the applications from the Registrar of GI may come to which appropriate reply has to be filed to settled/ reply objections for acceptance of registration.
c) Opposition if any – Any interested person can oppose the accepted GI application for which hearing might have to be made to the Registrar, GI Office.
4) Eligibility of bider: 
a) Bidder should be a law firm or a law professional with minimum two years experience in providing intellectual property (IPR) services.

b) Bidder must have experience of handling/ preparing/ filing similar kind of work.

c) Bidder should fulfill other conditions prescribed in the documents such as unconditional bids. 
5) Lawyer/ Law firm with specialization/ with minimum 02 years experience of handling similar kind of work.
6) Last date: 23/08/2011 by 3.0 p.m.
7) The individual Advocates/Law firms fulfilling the conditions as mentioned in the web site may submit his/their Expression of Interest along with financial bids which should include all expenses required for GI Registration viz traveling, boarding, lodging, organizing meetings, collection of intimation already available in public domain registration fee as applicable etc. in one lumpsum fee. It is made clear that NIFT will not pay any other cost apart from the quoted in the financial bids. 

8) Proposed scheduled for completing the assignment: The lawyer /law firms shall be expected to complete the entire process of filing GI application for registration within six months from award of the assignment. This time period may be extended with the approval of Director NIFT Delhi Centre.
The sealed covers should contain covering letters of the lawyer / law firms and separate sealed envelop marked as envelop “A” for technical bid and envelop “B” for financial bid on top of the cover. Envelop “A” i.e. technical bid containing the supporting documents (as per eligibility criteria, experience in similar works etc.) where as envelop “B” should contain the financial bid. The bids should be unconditional.

All the IPR generated during the process will become NIFT/ GI owners property except residuals under IPR left with lawyer/ law firms. 
The documents to be submitted with technical bids: 

a) Full particulars of the constitution, ownership and main business activities of the bider.

b) A very clear-cut information about the eligibility condition which should be supported by documents wherever required the entire document should be signed by bidder. NIFT reserves right to ask for any clarification required at its sole discretion. 

11)   NIFT reserves the right to reject any or all bids without assigning any
