TENDER NOTICE FOR NIFT CANTEEN

National Institute of Fashion Technology was set up in 1986 under the aegis of the Ministry of Textiles, Government of India. It has emerged as the premier Institute of Design, Management and Technology, developing professionals for taking up leadership positions in fashion business in the emerging global scenario. NIFT has been granted statutory status under the act of Parliament of India in 2006, empowering the Institute to award degrees and other academic distinctions. 

NIFT, Head Office and Delhi Centre is situated at NIFT Campus,Hauz Khas,(Near Gulmohar Park) New Delhi. At present  approx  1200 students are getting education in this Institute and about 350 Officers / Faculty and employees are working in this Institute / Head Office. 
1. NIFT’s requirements
A Reputed Contractor having an experience of at least 3 years of providing  Canteen/catering services to a Govt. sector/PSUs/ Educational Institutions/ Private institutions of repute is eligible to apply, for providing services of Breakfast, Lunch, Snacks, Beverages etc. to students, faculty, officers and staff of the Institute as per Annexure ‘A’ & ‘B’.  
2. Facilities Provided by NIFT
The Canteen premises comprise of area of 395 Sq. meters along with kitchen facilities, space for cooking and dining facilities.  Furniture, free electricity and water shall also be provided by the Institute. However, raw materials, food articles, cooking fuel, cleaning/washing materials/tool and man power shall have to be arranged by the contractor at his/their own cost. The details of the items available in NIFT Canteen are at Annexed C.  The space for the canteen is as given below.

3. Requirements from Contractor
i).
The contractor shall procure food articles and vegetables of good quality to the satisfaction of the Canteen committee. The Canteen committee shall have the right to change any brand of material used for cooking, provided the cost of the same does not exceed the specified brand. 
ii) 
The food shall be cooked, stored and served under hygienic conditions. The contractor shall ensure that only freshly cooked food is served and the stale food is not recycled. Stale food shall be removed from the Canteen premises as soon as possible. Un-refrigerated cooked food, not consumed within six hours in summer months and ten hours in winter months, shall deemed to be stale and unfit for consumption.

iii)   
The food shall be neither too spicy nor too oily. The food preparation shall be wholesome and shall generally cater to the taste of the employees/students.
iv)
The oil that remains from deep frying at the end of the day shall have to be destroyed and shall not be allowed to be recycled for the purpose of cooking again.

v)
The food shall be cooked and served in clean utensils and no laxity shall be permitted in this regard. The utensils shall have to be maintained sparkling clean at all time.

vi)
The contractor shall pay special attention to maintain the Canteen in a neat and tidy condition at all times. For this purpose, the Canteen shall be cleaned thoroughly after each meal regularly.

vii)
The contractor shall ensure that only hot and fresh food is served to the students/employees. Complaint, if any, in this regard shall be dealt with severely.

viii)
The contractor shall ensure that sufficient man power is deployed for preparation and service of each meal including cleaning, washing and overall upkeep of Canteen assets and premises.  The contractor shall also ensure proper room services for the NIFT officials.

ix)
The Contractor should supply the items at the rates mentioned in the rate list Annexed A. The same rate list should also be displayed at NIFT Canteen. 

1. Two Bids System

Sealed tenders in two bid system i.e. Technical Bid & Financial Bid in separate sealed covers are invited to run NIFT Canteen in the NIFT Campus, Hauz Khas, New Delhi for the students and officials of NIFT. The period of contract will be initially for one year and extendable on yearly basis subject to a maximum of three years on the basis of satisfactory services, to be decided by NIFT Management, at the end of every year. 

The tender details are available on the NIFT websites http//www.nift.ac.in The bidders can download the Tender documents from the website and should attach a separate DD/Pay Order of Rs.250/- (Non refundable) as tender cost, in favour of NIFT, New Delhi along with the bid document. The tender document, downloaded from the NIFT website will not be considered without tender cost.

The completed tender is required to be submitted along with the E.M.D. of Rs. 50,000/- (Rupees fifty thousand only) in the form of D.D. drawn in favour of “National Institute of Fashion Technology” payable at “New Delhi”. The EMD in the form of DD should be kept with the Technical Bid. The last date to submit the completed tenders in the Tender Box available at 1st Floor, Hostel Block, Near Room No. 106 NIFT Delhi Centre shall be on or before  02:00 P.M. on 23.9.11. Any bid submitted after 2 p.m. on 23.09.11 shall not be considered by NIFT. The Technical and Financial Bids should be kept in a separate sealed covers, with “Technical Bid” and”Financial Bid” super scribed on the envelope. These two sealed covers may be kept in another sealed cover along with the tender documents, with “Tender for Canteen” subscribed on the envelope. The name and address of the Agency/Firm must be mentioned on each envelope. The Technical Bids will be opened on 23.09.11 at 02:30 P.M. in the DR (F&A) Room, in the presence of the tenderers or their authorized representatives. The authorized representatives shall be allowed to participate in the process only upon furnishing the original authorization from the tenderer with proper photo identification. The date to opening of Financial Bid will be announced after the evaluation of Technical Bids. Tenderers who do not fulfill the requirement as specified in Technical Bid, their financial bid will not be open or consider for finalization of award of canteen contract. Incomplete tenders and those without proper E.M.D. shall be summarily rejected. There shall be no extension of the deadline of submission of the complete tenders along with EMD and all other required formalities.

Terms and Conditions For the award of ‘Canteen Contract’ for National Institute of Fashion Technology, New Delhi Centre functioning under Ministry of Textiles, Govt. of India.
1. The contract will be awarded on the following basis:

A
Highest maintenance charges (including electricity and water charges) offered by the tenderer for use of the NIFT Canteen.

B
In agreement with the terms and conditions enclosed in the tender form; and  

C
Agree with that The items should be provided at the rates as prescribed by NIFT in this bid, for all / majority (i.e. more than two thirds of the total list of items) of items to be supplied at NIFT Canteen. 
In case the tenderer quoting highest maintenance charges is not in agreement with the rates prescribed by NIFT for supply of a few food items, NIFT shall have the option to reasonably negotiate the rates for such items, although not exceeded 1/3rd of the list of the total items of the list.
 D
The Tenderer will have to enclose D.D. of earnest money with Technical Bid which will be refundable only in case of non acceptance of the offer.
2. Tenders shall be submitted in official tender form only. If submitted in any other form the same shall be an invalid tender and shall be summarily rejected. No tenderer shall be issued more than one tender form.
3. Tenders received without prescribed Earnest Money Deposit (EMD) shall not be considered. 

4. The schedules issued with the form of tender listing the menus etc. for Canteen services to be rendered, must not be altered by the tenderer. Any modifications/alterations of the rate schedules considered necessary by the tenderer should be in the separate letter accompanying the tender.
5. No paper shall be detached from the tender.
6. The name and address of the tenderer with rubber stamp shall be clearly written in the space provided and no overwriting corrections, insertion shall be permitted in any part of the tender unless duly countersigned by the tenderer.  The tender should be filled in and submitted in strict accordance with the instructions laid down herein otherwise the tender is liable to be ignored.
7. The tender is liable to be ignored if complete information is not given there in or if the particulars and data (if any) asked for in the Schedule to the tender are not filled in.
8. Individual signing the tender or  other documents connected with the tender must specify whether he signs as :
(i) A sole proprietor of the concern or constituted attorney of such sole proprietor.

(ii) A partner of the firm if it is a partnership firm, in which case he must have authority to execute contracts on behalf of the firm and refer to arbitration disputes concerning the business of the partnership either by virtue of partnership agreement or by a power of attorney duly executed by the partners of the firms.

(iii) Director or Principal Officer duly authorized by the Board of Directors of the company.
9. In case of (ii) a copy of the Partnership Deed or General Power of Attorney, in either case attested by a Notary Public should be furnished or an affidavit on stamp paper duly sworn or affirmed by all the partners admitting execution of the partnership agreement or the general power of attorney should be furnished.  The attested copy of the certificate of registration of firm should be attached along with the tender papers. In case of partnership firm. Where no authority to refer dispute concerning the business of the partnership has been conferred on any Partner, the tender and all other related documents must be signed by all the Partners of the firm. In case of (iii) the person signing the tender should be authorized by a resolution passed by the Board of Directors and a certified copy of the Resolution attested by the Principal Officer should be attached.

10. The tender submitted in sealed envelopes mentioned “Tender For NIFT Canteen” addressed to the Registrar, National Institute of Fashion Technology, NIFT Campus, Hauz Kahs, New Delhi,  110 016 should be submitted after duly completing all requirements in the Tender Box available at 1st Floor, Hostel Block, Near Room No. 106 NIFT Delhi Centre on or before 02:00 P.M. on 23.09.11.  The tenders will be opened on the same day at 14:30 hrs. in the presence of such of the tenders who may wish to be present, either by the themselves or through their authorized representatives.
11. A demand draft of Rs.50,000/- (Rupees Fifty thousand Only) is required to be deposited as an Earnest Money Deposit in favour of “National Institute of Fashion Technology, New Delhi” along with tender. The Earnest Money deposit of the successful tender shall be liable to be forfeited if he does not fulfill any of the following conditions.
(i) An Agreement is signed by him in the prescribed form within 10 (Ten) days of the receipt of the letter awarding the contract.
AND
(ii) The Canteen Services do not commence within 10 (Ten) days of the receipt of the letter awarding the contract.
12. The EMD of the tenderer will be forfeited if the tenderer misleads NIFT during the course of evaluation of the tender by providing false and misleading information. 

13. Any vagueness/incomplete details in the offer shall make it liable to be rejected as such short comings in the offer shall be interpreted as incompetence and disinterest on the part of the tenderer to meet tender requirements.
14. The bids should be valid in the case of all the tenders for at least 2 months from the date of opening of the tender and if any tenderers withdraws or alters the terms of the tender during the period, the Earnest Money Deposit shall be forfeited. In the case of the successful tenderer, rates quoted shall be valid for the entire period of the contract.

15. Corrections, if any, in the tender must be attested. Any tenders with any corrections, amendments, overwriting etc. shall be considered invalid and shall be rejected, except if duly attested
16. Late tenders will not be considered and shall be rejected.
17. NIFT reserves the right to accept or reject any or all the offers either fully or partly without assigning any reasons and is not bound to accept the highest maintenance charges offered, since due weightage shall be given to several factors including the quality of food items besides the Commercial bid. NIFT reserves the right and the Director Delhi Centre shall have the authority to cancel the tender process if NIFT does not find a suitable tenderer, both in terms of either the Technical bid or the Financial bid. NIFT shall have the right to call for fresh tenders in these circumstances, wherein prior tenderers shall have the right to participate in the fresh process. The tenderers shall have no right to challenge the authority and decision of NIFT to cancel the tender process for the reasons deemed fit by the Director Delhi Centre to cancel the process.
18. The successful tenderer has to deposit a demand draft of Rs. 2,00,000/- (Rupees Two Lac Only) as refundable security deposit in the favour “National Institute of Fashion Technology, New Delhi”. No interest shall accrue on this deposit, which will be returned only after the successful completion of contract and after adjusting dues if any, of the contractor to NIFT.  The EMD of successful tenderer will be converted as security deposit and the EMD of unsuccessful tenders will be refunded upon it being declared that they have not succeeded in the tender. 
19. The National Institute of Fashion Technology, New Delhi reserves the right to accept or reject any or all the offers either fully or partly without assigning any reasons. 
20. The contract will be operative only for a period of one year from the date of award, the contract shall be extendable, by the NIFT for another period of one year subject to satisfactory working on the same terms and conditions only upon an extension letter being issued to the Contractor in writing failing which the present Contract shall expire due effective of time.  
21. The contract once awarded can be terminated by either party after giving one month notice to the other party in writing to the designated persons as designated in the contract Agreement to be executed by the successful tenderer. Nevertheless, NIFT may terminate the contract of the contractor without any notice in case the contractor commits a breach of any of the terms of the contract. NIFT’s decision that a breach has occurred will be final and shall be accepted without demur by the contractor.
22. The contractor will have to provide a list of workers who will be working at NIFT Campus and provide complete details about them. The contractor will also provide police verification and medical report of all his/her workers working within NIFT Campus.

23. The contractor will have to submit an affidavit and certificate from the concerned authority of law at the time of signing the agreement certifying that all employees of the contractors are paid the minimum wage as per Minimum Wages Act of Delhi Government.
24. The contractor will be solely and exclusively responsible to adhere to and meet out all statutory obligations under Indian law in respect of compliance of all the rules, regulations and directions given by any statutory authority with regard to safety, labour laws, PF&ESI remittance or any other prevalent laws both of Central & State Enactments.

25. The contractor shall submit a medical certificate on half yearly basis that all his/her employees handling food are not having any contiguous diseases.
26. The contractor will ensure neat and clean clothes and aprons used by his/her employees handing food at all times. Every employee so appointed by the contractor shall wear the prescribed uniform. The said uniform shall be provided by the Contractor at his own cost. The canteen workers will bear the Identity Card issued by NIFT, Delhi Centre during the working hours. 

27. The contractor shall not be allowed to keep his/her employees inside NIFT Canteen between 10:30 P.M. to 5:00 A.M. on any day.
28. The canteen shall remain open from 7:00 A.M. to 10:00 P.M. from Monday to Saturday. However, depending on the exigencies, the contractor may be required to keep the Canteen open or close as per requirement of NIFT
29. The contractor will occupy the accommodation earmarked for canteen and kitchen and shall not occupy the adjacent verandas and open space. NIFT shall be at liberty to remove any furniture, equipment, goods placed by the contractor in such areas without giving any notice to the contractor.
30. The contractor will ensure that his/her employees do not loiter around in the campus. In case of any loss of NIFT caused by the employees of the contractor, the contractor will be responsible.

31. NIFT reserves the right to ask & require the contractor to remove any person deployed by the contractor without assigning any reasons of notice.
32. The contractor will ensure high standard of cleanliness, hygiene and sanitation in the kitchen and canteen. The contractor will make the arrangements for keeping all eatables in covered showcase, free from flies and insects. Adequate numbers of dustbins will be provided by the contractor to ensure proper disposal of garbage. There should not be any littering of unused food or any other articles within the canteen. The Contractor will also ensure that no used utensils viz Cups, Thalies are lying in the NIFT Campus and these should be removed immediately.

33. The contractor will ensure that the cooks have proper shave and clipped nails while cooking food and should wear apron and head gear.
34. The contractor will ensure that the cooked and uncooked food is stored properly and refrigerated and no stale food is served. In case of any food poisoning, the contractor will be held solely responsible and will be penalized beside legal action.
35. The raw materials used for cooking can be checked by NIFT officials at any time and if substandard/unauthorized materials are found, the contractor will be penalized at the discretion of NIFT and contractor will have to abide by it. The penalty will include at least Rs.5000/- in case if it is found using sub standard or stale material or items. 

36. The contractor will be required to display the rate list of all the food articles, soft drinks, tea, coffee and juice etc. sold in the canteen. 
37. The Contractor should have sufficient equipment & crockery and other items normally required to cater to at least 500 - 700 persons at a given time. He should have sufficient utensils, crockery and other infrastructure to provide the service and also for Buffet Lunch/High Tea, as and when required. 
38. The Contractor should take all safety measures while running Canteen. He will keep a First-Aid box for the persons deployed to work in canteen.

39. The Contractor shall not deploy any minor for the Canteen work.
40. The Contractor shall abide by all laws of the land including labour laws, tax deduction liabilities, welfare measures of its employees.
41. NIFT will deduct Income tax at source under section 194-C of the Income tax Act, 1961 from the contractor bills.

42. The rates for different items shall be as per list enclosed. The Contractor intends to serve eatables not specified in the enclosed list, the same must be with the approval of rates by Committee of NIFT officials.

43. The Registrar or its authorized representative/Canteen committee member (s) may inspect the preparation of food etc. on time to time. 

44. In the event of unsatisfactory services rendered by the Contractor, the contract may be cancelled by the NIFT by giving one month’s notice. Monetary fine as penalty @Rs. 100/- per day will be imposed for every default during the period of contract. If the services do not improve subsequently, a monetary fine as penalty of Rs. 200/- per day will be imposed for the defaults.  This will have to be paid by the Contractor within a week on communication from the NIFT failing which it will be adjusted against the Security Deposit.
45. The maintenance charges quoted by tenderer will required to be deposited in advance on or before 7th of every month, failing which a penalty @Rs. 100/- per day will be charged for the delay period.
46. No responsibility will be taken by the NIFT for credit sales to students and others, losses or pilferage.

47. No legal right shall vest in the contractor’s workers to claim employment or otherwise absorption in NIFT nor the contractor’s workers shall have any right whatsoever to claim the benefit and/ or emoluments that may be permissible or paid to the employees of NIFT. The workers will remain the employees of the contractor and this should be the sole responsibility of the contractor to make it clear to its workers before deputing them to work at NIFT.
48. The contractor shall not engage the services of any sub contractor or transfer the contract to any other person. If, it is found at any time that the contractor is unable to provide the canteen services and has sub contracts to any other party, the NIFT has right to terminate the contract and to forfeit all security deposits by giving one months notice. 

49. Firms submitting tender would be considered to have read & accepted all terms & conditions. No enquires verbal or written shall be entertained in respect of acceptance or rejection of the tender.
50. The bidder should indicate the name of the firm / firms along with location where they are currently having business with them and which can be seen by the NIFT Officials. A satisfactory report issued by such organization/s must be enclosed with the bid.
51. The Contractor shall make good all damage/loss which may be caused by any act or default of the Contractor, his agents or servants or workers to any Institutes property of Institute with the option to have damage or loss otherwise made good by charging the Contractor with the expenses.
52. Without prejudice to right under any other Clause of the contract, the NIFT may in the event of any breach of the conditions on the part of the Contractor cancel the Contract and charge the Contractor with any loss arising from such cancellation.
53. Dispute if any, arising out of the contract shall be settled by mutual discussion or arbitration by sole Arbitrator to be appointed by DG, NIFT at New Delhi as per the provisions of the Indian Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 and the rules framed there under. Any Arbitrator appointed shall not have the jurisdiction to pass any interim awards, or to grant interest higher than 8% charged simply on the award amounts or amounts payable to either party.
54. All Legal disputes shall be subject to jurisdiction of Delhi Court only.
55. The contractor shall inform to the Administration department of NIFT Delhi Centre any changes of the Canteen workers, if required, made by him along with their Police verification and Medical report. 

56. The contractor shall submit duly signed undertaking enclosed with the tender document.
