NON-IT MACHINERY/ EQUIPMENTS 

1. The tenderer shall be required to deposit Earnest Money Deposit of 2% of the total tendering amount through Bank draft drawn in favour of NIFT, payable at Rae Bareli. No Interest shall be paid on EMD.
2. No bid shall be accepted without the EMD.
3. Since, NIFT is an educational institute, working under Ministry Of Textiles, Govt. of India, it is exempted from payment of all custom duties.
4. Deviation from the specification, if any, an alternative offer by the supplier and suitability to substitute the specified conditions must clearly brought out. 
5. Technical specifications shall be as per the requirements laid down. However, any deviation offered may be considered by Technical Committee subject to suitability and the needs of the NIFT.
6. The successful tenderer shall be required to undertake the installation and the maintenance of the equipments during the warranty period. Tenderer shall also be required to arrange training of technical staff in handling and maintaining the equipment , wheresoever, it is required. 
7. Tender should remain valid for acceptance for a period of three months, from the date of  opening of the Financial Bid of the tender. 
8. Warranty/Guarantee period available with the equipment should be clearly mentioned in the offer.
9. L.D. Clause : Vendors are to indicate clearly about delivery schedule and completion of installation and commissioning of the equipment in all respects within fifteen days. In case of any failure, a liquidated damage will be levied @ Rs.1,000/- per day, subject to maximum of 10% of the equipment cost which shall be adjusted against the bill raised by the tenderer.

10. Over-writing must be supported by signature.

11. The tenderer is required to submit their offer in two bid system.

(1) Technical Bid : 
(a) Copy of latest Income Tax Clearance Certificate.

(b) List of similar equipments supplied with full address and telephone numbers of customers with satisfactory completion certificate.

(c) Satisfactory working certificate 

(d) Name and address of Registered Office, Head Office and Regional Office.

(e) Address of factory of the company with name and telephone number of the key person.
(f) Copy of authorized dealership and technical brochure/catalogue.

(2) Price Bid :

Duly signed and stamped on each page separately, superscribed Technical and Price Bid on the envelops. Both envelops may be kept in third envelop and superscribed ‘The Non-IT Machines’.
12. The tender must be addressed to the Purchase Officer, National Institute of Fashion Technology, NIFT Campus, Vidya Mandir, Doorbhash Nagar, Rae Bareli-229 010 and be dropped in the tender box available at National Institute of Fashion Technology, NIFT Campus, Vidya Mandir, Doorbhash Nagar, Rae Bareli before 15:00 Hrs. on 17.08.2009. The technical bid will be opened on the same day at 16:00 Hrs. in NIFT Campus, Vidya Mandir, Doorbhash Nagar, Rae Bareli in the presence of such of the tenderer who may wish to be present, either by themselves or through their authorised representatives.
13. Price bids will be opened of only in respect of those offers which are technically acceptable at 16:00 Hrs. on 17.08.2009 in the presence of such of the tenderers who may wish to be present either by themselves or through their authorized representative. 
14. Late tenders will not be considered.

15. National Institute of Fashion Technology reserves the right to accept or reject any or all the offers either fully or partly without assigning any reasons and is not bound to accept the lowest bid since, due weightage shall be given to several factors besides the price bid.
16. Dispute, if any, arising out of the supply of “MACHINERY/ EQUIPMENTS” shall be settled by mutual discussion or arbitration by sole Arbitrator to be appointed by the DG, NIFT at New Delhi as per the provisions of the Indian Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 and the Rules framed there under. Any Arbitrator appointed shall not have the jurisdiction to pass any interim awards, or to grant interest higher than 8% charged simply on the award amounts, or amounts payable to either party.
17. The full & final payment shall be made after delivery, installation, commissioning and acceptance of goods at NIFT Rae Bareli on the basis of certification by the concerned official. 
18. Retention money @ 5% shall be deducted from the final bill of the supplier to be released after defect liability period of 1 year or against submission of Bank Guarantee/DD/FDR/NSC of equivalent amount valid for the same period. 
19. For any imported machine(s) the Supplier/ Agent should have an authorisation certificate from the Manufacturing Company and should enclose a copy with the Technical bid.

20. Supplier should be registered for VAT/ CST/ SST and should enclose copies of relevant certificates.
21. They should indicate whether they are registered with DGS&D or any other such  Government organizations for supply of the machines quoted by them. If yes, copies of the latest Rate Contract or other such relevant document should be enclosed.
22. The pre-inspection /post inspection of the machines shall be done by NIFT Rae Bareli Centre and the machines shall be accepted only after the machines are certified as  ‘OK’ by the Inspecting Engineering/Purchase Committee.
23. The specifications of equipment as per Annexure ‘A’. The tenderers are free to quote for all or some of the items / equipments. The rates quoted should be inclusive of all taxes, duties and free delivery at NIFT, Rae Bareli (U.P.)
24. Country of origin of the quoted equipments may be mentioned.
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
