Sealed quotations are invited on behalf of the National Institute of Fashion Technology for the work of comprehensive Annual Maintenance of passenger lifts in the NIFT Campus, from the  agencies registered with CPWD, MES or other Govt. departments, in the relevant category of work and who have carried out similar works with Govt. departments/PSU’s/MNC’s and also from the reputed lift manufacturers or their authorized dealers as per the requirements and details  enclosed. The copy of the proof for having carried out similar works in the last three financial years should be enclosed with the quotation.  The detailed bill of quantities is enclosed          herewith. Quotation format can be obtained from office of PE (Bldgs) NIFT New Delhi or can also be downloaded from our website ‘www.nift.ac.in’.
The tenders shall be super scribed with “ Quotation for Comprehensive AMC of passenger lifts”  at NIFT Campus, Hauz Khas, New Delhi to be submitted in the Tender box at 1st  Floor- H-Block, at NIFT Campus, Hauz Khas, New Delhi by 3 P.M on 18.6.10 to be opened on the same day at 3.30 P.M.  The Earnest Money in the form of Demand Draft/Pay Order valid for minimum three months from date of publishing of quotation on NIFT website, payable in favour of  “NIFT, New Delhi”. The PAN No. & copy of PAN card of the firm shall be enclosed with the quotation.

 The Agencies can inspect the lifts and their machine room any time between 10am to 5 pm on all working days. No extra shall be payable for non awareness of the site/equipments conditions and constraints. NIFT reserves the right to accept or reject any tender in part or whole without assigning any reason thereof. Water & Electricity shall be provided at one point free of cost. 
CONDITIONS 

1. The rates shall include cost of labour, material etc for the works complete in all respects for BOQ.

2. The quoted rates shall include all taxes, duties, VAT etc. as applicable  and no extra shall be payable on this account. 

3. TDS as per rule shall be deducted. The agency must enclose copy of PAN No supported by copy of PAN Card of the company. 
4. Rates shall be valid for 2 months from the date of opening of tender.

5. Rates  and amount should be written in figure and words cleanly of each item.

COMPREHENSIVE AMC OF HYDRULIC PASSENGER LIFTS
1. Tender shall be submitted in official tender form only.  If submitted in any other form the same shall be summarily rejected.  No tenderer shall be issued more than one tender form.

2. The schedule issued with the form of tender listing the details of items to be supplied must not be altered by the tenderer.  Any modifications/alterations of the schedule considered necessary by the tenderer, should be in the separate letter accompanying the tender.

3. No paper shall be detached from the tender.

4. The name and address of the tenderer shall be clearly written in the space provided and no overwriting, correction, insertion shall be permitted in any part of the tender unless duly countersigned by the tenderer.  The tender should be filled in and submitted in strict accordance with the instructions laid down herein otherwise the tender is liable to be ignored.

5. The tender is liable to be ignored if complete information is not given there-in, or if the particulars and data (if any) asked for in the Schedule to the tender are not filled in.

6. Individual signing the tender or other documents connected with the tender must specify whether he signs as

(i) A sole proprietor of the concern or constituted attorney of such sole proprietor.

(ii) A partner of the firm if it is a partnership firm, in which case he must have authority to execute contracts on behalf of the firm and refer to arbitration disputes concerning the business of the partnership either by virtue of the partnership agreement or by a power of attorney duly executed by the partners of the firms.

(iii) Director or Principal Officer duly authorized by the Board of Directors of the company.

(iv) In case of (ii) a copy of the partnership agreement or general power of Attorney, in either case attested by a Notary Public should be furnished or an affidavit on stamp paper duly sworn or affirmed by all the partners admitting execution of the partnership agreement or the general power of attorney should be furnished. The attested copy of the certificate of registration of firm should be attached along with the tender papers. In case of partnership firm, where no authority to refer dispute concerning the business of the partnership has been conferred on any partner, the tender and all other related documents must be signed by all the partners of the firm. In case of (iii) the person signing the tender should be authorized by a resolution passed by the Board of Directors and a copy of the resolution attested by the Principal Officer should be attached.

7. The tender submitted in sealed envelopes super scribed as  “Tender for Comprehensive AMC of Passenger LIFTS” addressed to the Project Engineer, National Institute of Fashion Technology, New Delhi-16 and be deposited in the Tender Box available at 1st Floor, H-Block, Delhi Centre, National Institute of Fashion Technology, Hauz Khas as per covering letter.  The tenders will be opened on the same day at 3.30 P.M. in the presence of such of the tenderers who may wish to be present, either by themselves or through their authorized representatives.

8. The bids should be valid in the case of all the tenders for at least 2 months from the date of opening of the tender. In the case of the successful tenderer, rates quoted shall be valid for the entire period of the contract.

9. Correction if any must be attested.

10. The tender should accompany an EMD (details on the covering letter) along with the technical bid in the form of DD/Pay Order drawn in favour of NIFT, New Delhi payable at New Delhi. Tenders without EMD will be summarily rejected. EMD shall be refunded after satisfactory completion of work.

11.   Late tenders will not be considered.

12. 
National Institute of Fashion Technology reserves the right  to     accept or reject any or all the offers either fully or partly without assigning any reasons and is not bound to accept the lowest bid since due weight age shall be given to several factors besides the commercial bid.

13. The contract once awarded can be terminated by either party after giving one month notice to the other party.  Nevertheless, N.I.F.T. may terminate the contract of the contractor without any notice in case the contractor commits a breach of any of the terms of the contract.  NIFT's decision that a breach has occurred will be final and shall be accepted without demur by the Contractor.

14. NIFT shall in no way be responsible for any default with regard to any statutory obligation and the Contractor will indemnify NIFT in case of any damage or liability, which may arise on account of action of contractor.

15. Dispute, if any, arising out of the contract shall be settled by mutual discussion or arbitration by sole Arbitrator to be appointed by the DG, NIFT at New Delhi as per the provisions of the Indian arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 and the Rules framed there under. Any Arbitrator appointed shall not have the jurisdiction to pass any interim awards, or to grant interest higher than 8% charged simply on the award amounts, or amounts payable to either party.

16. Tender shall be accompanied by the relevant documents including the following:-

I) Certificate in support of experience for having undertaken this kind of business along with a list of organizations where the Contractor is currently providing/has provided AMC of Passenger LIFTS covered in the tender.

17. The Contractor will work in close co-operation with Building Dept. of H.O. and D.C. NIFT for the repair & Maintenance services as per tender. 

18. The payment shall be made quarterly on satisfactory completion of the job and T.D.S as applicable will be deducted.

19. All statutory obligations under various laws from time to time will have to borne by contractor for which no extra payment shall be made to him at any time during the contractual period.

20. The contractor shall at all times indemnify and keep indemnified the owner and its officers, servants and agents from and against all third party claims whatsoever (including time not limited to property loss and damage, personal accident, injury or death of/or property or person of any sub-contract and or the servants or agents of the contractor any sub-contractor(s) and or the owner and the contractor shall at his own cost and initiative at all times, maintain all liabilities under Workman’s Compensation Act/Fatal Accident Act, Personal Injuries, Insurance Act and/or their Industrial Legislation from time to time in force.

21. As per NIFT policy, payments and receipts to Government and Semi Government Agencies would be rounded off to the nearer higher rupee and in other cases the rounding off will be to nearest i.e. paise 50 or above will be rounded off to the near higher rupee and paise less than 50 will be ignored.

22. The agreement will be valid for Comprehensive AMC of Passenger LIFTS incorporated in the contract document. This should be strictly adhered to. The contract once awarded can be terminated by either party after giving due notice to the other party.

23. In case L-1 is more than one, then the past performance of the Tenderer will be the criteria and the decision of NIFT will be final.

24. The schedule of requirement is as per Annexure - ‘A’ & the evaluation of bid will be on the basis of total bid value.  

25. The works including labour, cartage, loading unloading, technical services for attending to complaints of break down/ problems in the running of said LIFTS within 2 hours of complaint and periodic servicing for ensuring proper maintenance of the LIFTS  at premises of NIFT as directed.

26.  The penalty amount per complaint will be as follow :

i)        Minor faults not rectified within 2 hour @ Rs50/- per hour.

ii)       Major faults not rectified within 48 hours @ 500/- per day.

iii) If OEM or above specification component is not used as maintenance spare, the cost of the equipment will be paid by the vendor if the equipment becomes unserviceable.

iv) Any delay beyond 10 days in rectifying the major fault, the penalty will be enhanced to Rs 1000/- per day.
v) Beyond 15 days if the equipment is get repaired in the open market and the actual cost of the repairs to shall be recovered from the contractor. In extreme cases, the action of forfeiture of security money/ pending bill/blacklisting of the firm can be resorted at the discretion of the competent authority. 

27.  Absent of LIFT Operator cum Technician will penalty to contractor @ Rs 200/- per day.

28.  Comprehensive AMC of Passenger LIFTS includes replace / repair of fixed/ moving contacts, control relays, timers , adder blocks, transformers connector, bridge rectifiers, MCBs , reed switches, contactors (PCB), magnets, solenoid coils, retiring cam coil, micro switches, limit switches, photo cell  sensor, lead, door, door motor, stop switches, fan switches, safety rollers, pullies, bells, chains, rubber stoppers , all types of springs pick up assembly, piston , oil seal, speed governor rope, fuses, limit switches, safety clamps, lubricator, resistance, resistors, capacitors, de-locking devices infra red sensor, single phase preventor, power indicators, direction indicators and leakage pipe, landing/car door ropes. Main ropes, valves, hydraulic oil, emergency alarm, fans, Lights, hose pipe, batteries, and inverter are also included.  

29. The lift shall be regularly and systematically examined, adjusted and lubricated and condition warrant, the component rendered defective due to normal wear and tear will either be repaired or replaced at the company’s option with out any extra charges.

30. Obtaining and renewal of LIFT licensee shall be responsibility of the contractor and license fee borne by the contractor.

31. Contractor may deploy full time trained & qualified Lift Operator cum Technician during working hours (9 AM to 6 PM) Five days (Mon to Friday) in a week and in holidays as directed.  No extra shall be paid for holidays.

32. All material spares including replacement/repair   of main motor, safety gear, over speed governors pump, valve block assembly. Tank, cylinder, piston, controller, door drive, as a result of normal wear & tear , handling charges are included under AMC , complete in all respects, for ensuring the maintaining of the smooth hygienic and safe running, maintenance of the LIFTS complete.

33. Contractor has to do quarterly service of the unit by trained personnel including the following:-

a) Rectification of defects observed during inspection.

b) Checking of electrical parts including motors & rectification.

c) Checking & adjustment of controls and lubricating of moving parts.

34. The rates of AMC shall be inclusive of all taxes, duties octroi, works contract tax, cartage loading, sales tax, turnover tax and any other statutory taxes and service tax complete in all respects, valid for a period of one year from the date of award of contract.

35.  The safety of the operation of the lifts shall be responsibility of the AMC contractor.

36. LIFTS may be inspected during working hours on any day if required by the bidders.

37. The Contractor will maintain all records of the complaints in a Register.  
38. Prices may be quoted on per unit basis for the items as per Annexure-‘A’.
